NLWP
Cllr Daniel Anderson had indicated that Enfield Council was opposed to the development of Pinkham Way for waste use as it would entail large numbers of heavy lorries using Waterfall Road given the congestion on the A406.

ER reported that Haringey Council had not disclosed relevant viability evidence they received about the Pinkham Way site. It had only been disclosed in response to an FOI request. It showed that cross subsidising employment on the site was not viable. Haringey had also recently led PWA to believe that a decision about putting Pinkham Way into the new NLWP had yet to be made by the council’s Cabinet when in fact it had already gone into the NLWP and was scheduled to go to Camden Council’s Cabinet on 10 June.  A Barnet councillor alerted PWA of the Camden Cabinet and ER checked the report and documents. One of the documents contained a clause requiring all matters related to the NLWP process that was agreed between the 7 boroughs should be confidential, including the agreement itself.

PWA alerted the Camden Cabinet members to this the day before the meeting and the document was withdrawn for consideration by the borough solicitor. It is expected that the secrecy clause with be removed, but a watching brief is being kept. There is no justification for keeping a planning policy process secret.

The new NLWP is due to be considered at Haringey’s Cabinet on 14 July. Members of PWA and SGA are encouraged to attend to support the Chair of Pinkham Way who will be addressing the Cabinet meeting.  ER agreed to prepare a handout for the AGM to bring members up to date.

Bridge over A406

AGM minute:

ER circulated a handout and updated members on Pinkham Way and the North London Waste Plan (No 2). In spite of all the evidence now gathered by the Council and by PWA that the site is not suitable for development and should be protected as a highly valuable site for nature conservation, the council seem fixed on keeping an Employment designation on the site and putting it forward for inclusion in the NLWP. Haringey have failed to keep to their public undertaking that the Pinkham Way site would not be put into the NLWP without a decision to do so being made at Cabinet Level. It is back in the NLWP without a Cabinet decision.

Consultation on the NLWP (2) will take place later in the summer or early autumn. Members were encouraged to go along to the Haringey Cabinet meeting on 14 July at 6.30pm, Haringey Civic Centre, High Road, Wood Green N22 8LE to support the PWA Chairman who will be addressing the Cabinet Meeting. The Member for Environment at Enfield Council had stated at the recent ward meeting that Enfield Council were against waste development on Pinkham Way.
